ELIGIBILITY
1.	� Entries are open to books published in New Zealand in 

the 2007 calendar year.

2.	� The books must have been designed in New Zealand.

��There is no restriction on the place of typesetting, 

filmwork, printing etc.

3. �	�Books can be of any kind, including educational, 

children’s, and general fiction and non-fiction.

4. �	�Publishers are asked to nominate the category each 

entry is being made in. However, judges may, at their 

discretion, change that category.

In all categories the 

judges will look for excellence, taking into account the 

appropriateness of the design to the book’s purpose 

and intended audience.
